Reminders on Regional Policies and Other Important Items





Competitors may not ride more than one mount at any Round Robin in this Region.





Pony Clubbers under the age of 8 as of January 1, 2006 are forbidden by the Regional Policies from participating in any jumping competitions.





There will be no “UR – Un-rated” or D1 riders riding at Round Robins. All riders must have at least a D2 rating prior to competing (per the Annual DC meeting 11/2005).





Organizing clubs may exclude the training level division if the facility is not up to those standards.  All other division must be offered in order for the region to recognize the event as a round robin.





You must ride at your level or you may ride hors concours (HC). There will be no riding up a level. You ride at the rating you currently have.  Competitors are allowed to ride “down” but will not be pinned.  Round Robin Secretaries should verify any questionable entries with the RS.  





There will be no outside Pony Clubbers from other regions permitted to ride in the Maryland Region Round Robins.





Each Round Robin MUST have a ground jury.  The ground jury shall consist of the organizer, one regional staff member, and the Stadium Judge.  Any issues of safety will be brought before the ground jury and resolved within this group.

Eligibility: Requirements (Horse and Rider Combination) for Round Robins.  Obtaining a specific rating does not mean you are ready for any particular level of competition.  The Pony Clubber, their parent/guardian and ultimately the Club’s D.C. must decide if the competitor is safe, confident and in control enough to enter a particular level of competition.  Competitors riding below their level shall compete as HC (Hors Concours) which means they may not place, be awarded a ribbon or counted in points for the Bedford Bowl.





Baby Novice:  Competitors must be a D2 or compete HORS CONCOURS and have not ridden in the Beginner Novice or higher division during the current or previous year.





Beginner Novice:  The Competitor must be a D3 or compete HORS CONCOURS





Novice:  The Competitor may hold any rating from C1- to A, if they (horse and rider combination) have not competed in any Pony Club competition during the current or preceding year in the Training Level or higher division, unless they have the permission of the Regional Supervisor. 





Training:  The Competitor (horse and rider combination) shall be of any rating from C1 through A.  





The Region is requiring 2006 USEF Novice Eventing Test A  for Baby Novice and Beginner Novice divisions.  D’s may have the test read to them at the Round Robins.
